It is now common for some books and articles to be fully accessible online or 

available in full-text!

ÅOnce upon a time, if a library user needed a copy of an article (or anything) 

the only option was pen and paper. 

ÅEventually, copy machines and microfilm or microfiche readers 

became common and the library user could make copies.

ÅWhen the World Wide Web came around, libraries began providing 

online access to their materials through subscriptions with companies 

such as EBSCO, OVID, and others.
